Holy Cross Church began in 1884 as a mission.  Visiting priests from the parish in Lockeford held services 
for Catholics in the Linden area.  In 1915, a church was built on the present parish property.  The 
congregation out grew the old church, and that wood frame building was moved to the rear of the property 
to make way for a new church. The present stucco church was built in 1953, and was dedicated on April 4, 
1954.  It was constructed by Stockton builders, Ben Merlo and Dan Nomellini. The beautiful cathedral style 
stained glass windows were created by Carl Huneke, Century  Stained Glass Studio,  San Francisco.  The 
windows were installed in 1954 shortly after the completion of the church.   Members of the congregation 
donated those windows.  In 1963, Holy Cross was made a Parish of the Diocese of Stockton by Bishop Hugh A. 
Donohoe.  The rectory, designed by architect Edward C. Merlo was added in 1975.  The activities center and 
classrooms were completed in 1996.

HAPPY FATHER’S DAY 

 In the United States, the first modern Father’s Day 
celebration was held on July 5, 1908 in West Virginia. 
It was first celebrated as a Methodist church service 
believed to have been suggested by Grace Golden 
Clayton to her pastor in honor of the 36 fathers killed 
in a mine explosion the prior December.  Father’s Day 
originates as far back as 1839 in honor of the 123 
fathers who died defending the outpost in the Battle of 
Iransop.  
 Another driving force behind establishing Father’s 
Day was Mrs. Sonora Smart Dodd whose father, Civil 
War veteran William Jackson Smart reared his six 
children as a single parent in Spokane, Washington. 
She was inspired by Anna Jarvis’s efforts to establish 
Mother’s Day. Although she initially suggested June 
5th, the anniversary of her father’s death, she did not 
provide the organizers with enough time for 
arrangements so the celebration was deferred to the 
third Sunday of June. The first June Father’s Day was 
celebrated June 19, 1910 in Spokane, WA.
