H O L Y  C R O S S  C A T H O L I C  C H U R C H  
Holy Cross Church began in 1884 as a mission.  Visiting priests from the parish in Lockeford held 
services for Catholics in the Linden area.  In 1915, a church was built on the present parish property.  
The congregation out grew the old church, and that wood frame building was moved to the rear of the 
property to make way for a new church. The present stucco church was built in 1953, and was dedicated on 
April 4, 1954.  It was constructed by Stockton builders, Ben Merlo and Dan Nomellini. The beautiful 
cathedral style stained glass windows were created by Carl Huneke, Century  Stained Glass Studio,  San 
Francisco.  The windows were installed in 1954 shortly after the completion of the church.   Members of 
the congregation donated those windows.  In 1963, Holy Cross was made a Parish of the Diocese of Stockton 
by Bishop Hugh A. Donohoe.  The rectory, designed by architect Edward C. Merlo was added in 1975.  The 
activities center and classrooms were completed in 1996.

Treasures From Our Traditions 
Participating in Lent, we are engaging in 

patterns that have endured across the centuries. From 
as long ago as the fourth century, we receive Lent as 
forty days to shake the dust from our spirituality and 
reorder our conduct. Then, fasting was not seen as a 
strict duty, yet it seems it was widely observed. 
Fasting was seen as a social duty, since food was in 
short supply as winter wore on, and the weak and the 
sick had the first claim on what remained at hand. 

As a boost to the fasting of the body, the 
church developed a richer spiritual fare, including 
celebration of the Eucharist every day. This practice 
began in Rome with weekday Mass only at designated 
“stations.” The pope would arrive on horseback at the 
stational church.  In those days there would be pre-
baptismal activities at the stational Masses:the giving 
of the Lord’s Prayer, prayers for the Godparents, and 
constant reference to baptism.

Tesoros de Nuestras Tradiciones 

Al participar en la Cuaresma nos estamos 
comprometiendo en una norma que hemos soportado a 
través de siglos. Desde el siglo cuarto, recibimos la 
Cuaresma por cuarenta días para limpiarnos el polvo de 
nuestra espiritualidad y reordenar nuestra conducta. 
Aunque, ayunar no era visto como una tarea estricta, pero si 
era practicada por muchos. El ayuno era visto como una 
tarea social, ya que carecian de comida cuando el invierno 
se acercaba, y los pobres y los débiles clamaban primero su 
porción de comida.   

Como una ayuda para el ayuno del cuerpo, la Iglesia 
desarrollo una comida espiritual más rica, incluir la 
celebración de la Eucaristía todos los días. Esta práctica 
empezo en Roma con una Misa entre semana solo en 
“estaciones” designadas. El papa llegaba a caballo a la 
Iglesia designada. En esos días habia actividades pre-
bautismales. Misas: dar la Oración del Señor, oraciones para 
los Padrinos, y referencia constante del bautismo.
