H O L Y  C R O S S  C A T H O L I C  C H U R C H  
Holy Cross Church began in 1884 as a mission.  Visiting priests from the parish in Lockeford held 
services for Catholics in the Linden area.  In 1915, a church was built on the present parish property.  
The congregation out grew the old church, and that wood frame building was moved to the rear of the 
property to make way for a new church. The present stucco church was built in 1953, and was dedicated on 
April 4, 1954.  It was constructed by Stockton builders, Ben Merlo and Dan Nomellini. The beautiful 
cathedral style stained glass windows were created by Carl Huneke, Century  Stained Glass Studio,  San 
Francisco.  The windows were installed in 1954 shortly after the completion of the church.   Members of 
the congregation donated those windows.  In 1963, Holy Cross was made a Parish of the Diocese of Stockton 
by Bishop Hugh A. Donohoe.  The rectory, designed by architect Edward C. Merlo was added in 1975.  The 
activities center and classrooms were completed in 1996.

What Are Beatitudes? 

What is Jesus offering us today? They are called the “ 
Beatitudes “---- but what do they mean? There are no 
easy answers. Some say they are unattainable ideals, 
put before us as challenges. Others say they are only 
for a spiritual elite: the saints. Others would “ translate 
“ them into political slogans. One popular television 
personality called them the  “ Be Attidudes, “ subtly 
presenting them as optimistic, vaguely New-Age 
ideas.Was Jesus a “ wimp “ ? Is he asking us in the 
Beatitudes to be weak ? Is this a program for so-called 
“ losers “ ? We must admit that our conceptions of “ 
meek “ and “ gentle “ rarely serve as ideas toward 
which many of us care to strive. Jesus does not burden 
his disciples with a system that counsels us to grit our 
teeth and endure. Instead, he places us in the mist of 
the real world and its conflicts, and he promises us a 
reward. Righteousness will be satisfied and merciful 
action will result in mercy extended toward us. As with 
Zephaniah, Jesus links justice and humility. We must 
be pure in order to direct ourselves and help others.
