H O L Y  C R O S S  C A T H O L I C  C H U R C H   
Holy Cross Church began in 1884 as a mission.  Visiting priests from the parish in Lockeford held 
services for Catholics in the Linden area.  In 1915, a church was built on the present parish property.  
The congregation out grew the old church, and that wood frame building was moved to the rear of the 
property to make way for a new church. The present stucco church was built in 1953, and was dedicated on 
April 4, 1954.  It was constructed by Stockton builders, Ben Merlo and Dan Nomellini. The beautiful 
cathedral style stained glass windows were created by Carl Huneke, Century  Stained Glass Studio,  San 
Francisco.  The windows were installed in 1954 shortly after the completion of the church.   Members of 
the congregation donated those windows.  In 1963, Holy Cross was made a Parish of the Diocese of Stockton 
by Bishop Hugh A. Donohoe.  The rectory, designed by architect Edward C. Merlo was added in 1975.  The 
activities center and classrooms were completed in 1996.

Easter 

 
Easter  time lasts for 50 days, from Easter Sunday until 
Pentecost.  This means that we have 50 days of eggstra 
special celebration. 
 Eggs and Easter are almost inseparable.  An 
eggshell is like Christ’s tomb, harboring new life within.  
Play the “egg-crack game” by trying to break another 
person’s egg with your egg-without breaking yours.  
Whenever you crack an Easter egg, you shout:  Christ is 
risen! 
 We dye eggs every color of the rainbow to 
remember God’s covenant with Noah and all living 
creatures on earth.  Draw designs on eggs with wax 
crayons before dyeing them.  The dye won’t stick to the 
wax.  With thread, tie small ferns and flowers or scraps of 
paper to eggs before dunking them in dye.   Then remove 
the threads to reveal the patterns you have made. 
 People in Greece dye eggs red to honor Christ’s 
blood.  From the red shells emerge the white and gold of 
resurrection.  You can dye eggs a deep, bloody red using 
brown onion skins.  With an adult’s help, hard-boil eggs 
for 30 minutes or longer in a pot of water stuffed with as 
many onion skins as you can fit in.  The longer they boil, 
the deeper the color gets. 
 Early in the morning, women went to the garden 
where Jesus was buried to embalm his dead body.  But an 
angel appeared and asked the women, “Why do you seek 
the living among the dead?”  An Easter egg hunt in a 
garden can be like the women’s search for Jesus.  Instead 
of death, we find life.
