GOD’S CALL – OUR RESPONSE 
 

Last Sunday we heard about God’s call;  
Today we learn how to respond. 

The prayers for the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
again emphasize the call to work for peace.   

The Roman Missal includes five Solemn Blessings for 
use on Sundays in Ordinary Time.   

These blessings echo the prayers we make throughout 
the season of Ordinary Time:   

 may we GROW IN WISDOM,  
 WORK FOR PEACE, and  

 WALK IN GOD’S WAYS to the end. 
 

SAINT FRANCIS DE SALES  

SAINT FRANCIS DE SALES (1567-1622), the saint we honor 
on January 24th, was one of the many great saints of 

the Counter-Reformation.   

He was elected Bishop of Geneva at the tender age of 
35 and spent the remaining years of his life there 

working to rebuild the Catholic Church.   

Although St. Francis de Sales died relatively young, at 
age 55, he accomplished an incredible amount in his 

lifetime, including founding the Sisters of the Visitation 
with Saint Jeanne de Chantal.   

His Introduction to the Devout Life is a spiritual classic.
